	The school is not entitled to access any further provision for additional space or buildings or additional teachers and teaching resources other than those already available, in order to address the problems that arise if the school is obliged to admit above the planned number.
	

	Funding for new students to the school does not automatically follow until the next April of the financial year in which they arrive and is only for April to September (five-twelfths of the full funding). The school has restricted revenue and is not therefore in a position to recruit extra staffing to cope with oversubscription. If children are admitted above the planned number these financial pressures may affect the quality of provision for all students.
	

	Planning for the next school year has to be undertaken before Easter therefore curriculum and pastoral structures are already planned and resourced and cannot be changed in response to oversubscription.
	

	Although behaviour in the school is very good, this physical crowding must make it harder for the children to concentrate to the best of their ability.
	

	Admitting additional children could potentially cause safety issues in practical subjects such as science and technology.
	

	Additional children reduce the amount of time the teacher can spend with each child, making it harder to ensure every child’s needs are met.
	

	Parents expect the very best education for their child and this is made more difficult to deliver when classes are larger than planned.
	

	An extra child is an additional strain for the teacher in terms of behaviour management, planning and curriculum delivery and reduces the amount of time a teacher is able to spend supporting an individual student.
	

	An additional student in any year group has implications for the efficient use of resource allocations already decided, with a detrimental effect on existing students because of the need to stretch resources and share equipment.  
	

	Where classes have two adults present they need to move around the room to support the work of the students.  An additional student would further hamper this personalisation, especially in smaller rooms.
	

	Any potential flexibility with regard to the use of space for more active learning is compromised by the addition of an extra student.
	

	All students require individual support in order to fulfil their potential.  An extra student places an additional burden on staff, adding to stress levels.  Over the period of a school year, an additional student can add considerably to the workload of a teacher and other support staff in terms of assessment, recording, planning, reporting, and care and guidance.
	

	On the last Ofsted inspection the school were identified as ‘requiring improvement’ / placed in Special Measures. The school is concerned that admitting additional pupils to any year group at this time would not be in the interests of that pupil or the other pupils on roll.  The school needs time and opportunity for improvement plans to take effect in order that the identified areas of improvement can be achieved.
